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Does the new MPE /Tablet collect Physical and Logical Data?
Right now, logical...upcoming updates will be physical with iPhone/iPad, Android and Windows Mobile, not to mention
physical on standard phone devices.

Upgrading existing MPE customers... Can a previous owner of MPE purchase just the Tablet?
Yes.

Do you have to purchase the new MPE and Tablet together?
The Tablet comes with MPE+ already installed, so you don't have the option of just purchasing the Tablet. The Tablet and
the MPE+ software-only are really like two separate products.

Is the licensing still tied to the FTK dongle?
The Field Tablet with MPE+ will be licensed to the hardware itself. So you will not have a dongle.
If you have the software installed at the lab, you will have to have the FTK dongle with MPE+ license.

However, FTK now gives you the option of having a virtual dongle, if you prefer. Please contact support for more
information on going "dongle-less".

What does the MPE+ Field Tablet do that competitors don’t?
With the MPE+ Field Tablet, you see the data right now. With Cellebrite, for example, you have to view the data from a
thumb drive, meaning you have to bring the data onto a laptop to view it.

You can navigate through the file system on the field tablet itself. So you can locate artifacts, such as the phone lock
codes on the majority of cdma handsets, phone metadata and urls, right on MPE+ Field Tablet's interface. You can't do
that with Cellebrite, with Cellebrite you'd have to bring the data into FTK or some other forensics tool.

The MPE+ Field Tablet is portable [296mm (W) x 214mm (H) x 50mm (D)].
Paraben's DS Box is approximately 4ft tall! It's a kiosk.

Finally, the MPE+ Field Tablet will allow you to bring in existing ADO1 files of prior cell phone extractions to view those
files in the field. For example, if over the course of a week, you had 7 related cell phone acquisitions, and you encounter
yet another in the field, if you have the ADO1 files from those previous acquisitions on thumb drives, you are able to refer
back to a previous extraction if necessary. For instance, if you can't remember whether a particular contact name was
also on the first extraction you did, you can go back and check on the tablet itself.

What does the MPE+ software do that other software doesn't.
Other cell phone tools that are able to extract a file system require you to bring that data into FTK or another forensics
tool, in order to view it. So why not MPE+, which is made specifically for FTK3?

Cellebrite, for example, creates a folder onto a thumb drive, causing metadata to change. Dates and times change to the
time at which it was placed on thumb drive. Although a newer version was released recently to solve this issue, many
examiners do not have this latest version and are still extracting into a created folder.

However, MPE+ creates a secure ADO1 file on the spot.

With seamless FTKS3 integration, you can perform a complete forensic exam on all data, to include passwords, additional
lock codes, mmes, urls, chats, additional metadata, IP addresses, etc. With MPE+ you can use FTK seamlessly to find the




hidden data within the file system. You have control over the parsing of the data, using industry-leading digital forensics
analysis technology. Furthermore, MPE+ extracts files systems from phones that are not directly supported. The Tablet
will not parse the data for you, but you can see everything.

When it comes to analysis, the MPE+ / FTK3 solution is far beyond other solutions.
e Cellebrite is designed for people interested in "push button forensics."
e Paraben's tool allows you to do a forensic examination but it's clunky -- display of data is not parsed out correctly
or sometimes not at all. Complete file systems are not extracted -- that is a common issue.
e Susteen's SecureView, doesn't even support extraction of the file system.

Which reports can MPE+ create?
You cannot create and export data directly from tablet. You can create an ADO1 file, but all reporting and exporting is
done in FTK3.

Do you still have to be running FTK 2.x or newer in order to use MPE?
MPE+ only runs with FTK 3.

What operating system does the tablet have?
The Tablet comes with and runs on Windows® XP Pro Embedded. See Tablet Specs Sheet for more information.

What about future updates to support new phones, iPads, etc? iPhone now 2G and 3G logically.

We will always be adding support for more phones and improving the software. For example, upcoming releases will
enable physical collection of iPads, iPhones, Androids, Windows Mobile, as well as physical extraction of standard mobile
phone devices.

What about cables?
Cables are included with Tablet. You must purchase them separately if you buy MPE+ software alone. Separately, they
are $300 plus sms. Cables will be updated regularly, as well.
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
