The agent operations are automatically re-routed to an optimal 
collection point, and any data added or altered since the last attempt will be collected as well. 

• Express Export: Enable automated collection, processing, culling and export with no user involvement, and 
AD eDiscovery will provide in-depth inclusion/exclusion reporting. 

• Reuse Collections: Previously defined and executed collections can be reused to address ongoing and 
similar matters involving the same custodians without re-collection.
